Highlights:

West Prep offers a class during the day for students to explore the arts, participate in team competitions, and learn about
future careers. In our Titan Studio program students can choose from a diverse menu of courses that include activities such
as robotics, yoga, debate, step team, and a service learning class that culminates in a trip to Costa Rica. Our studio classes
meet weekly, are taught by teaching artists as well as classroom teachers, and end with two performance showcases in the
winter and spring to share what we have learned with our families.

Curriculum:

ELA: Expeditionary Learning, plus an additional independent reading period tailored to students’ individual needs.

Social Studies: Passport, with an emphasis on nonfiction reading and evidence-based writing.

Math: Pearson enVision Math 2.0

Science: Standards-based; Urban Advantage-supported. All 8th graders take the NYS Living Environment Regents Exam.

Accelerated Programs:

West Prep is proud to boast an 84% pass rate for Regents exams last year. We offer accelerated classes in math, foreign
language, and science. All 8t graders have access to Living Environment, Algebra, and Spanish courses. This gives them
the opportunity to earn up to 4 high school credits before graduating middle school.

Targeted Supports:
The following supports are tailored to each student throughout the day based on their academic, social, or emotional needs:

Strategic math groupings, strategic reading programs, Yale Ruler approach to Social Emotional Learning, restorative
circles, advisory, College Access for all, free test prep for the SHSAT after school, small group tutoring after school
with classroom teachers.

Enrichment Programs:

West Prep offers a robust elective program that includes technology, physical activity, performing arts, visual arts, and
Marching Band. Our sequential music program is one of the many things that make the school stand out in our district.
When students graduate from WPA they are able to play several musical instruments from our brass and percussion section.
Students participate in two major showcase events each year that highlight our studio program, marching band, performing
arts, and visual arts. We are proud to make a program that allows students to express their creativity while participating in a
community that cherishes celebrations of talent.

West Prep students use technology as part of their everyday assignments and in their electives classes. Students learn
coding through the Computer Science for all Program, and robotics using Lego E3 kits. West Prep is also a Google Apps for
education school.

West Prep offers free after school programming everyday until 5:30PM through a partnership with WestHab.
The WPA Super Scholars is an honor roll program where students go on 4 all-expense paid trips throughout the year.

Special Education Supports/Programs:

West Prep offers a special education program that supports all learners in a nurturing and inclusive environment. We have
several settings for students that include ICT classes and self-contained classes. We also provide additional special
education supports such as counseling, speech and language, and SETSS.

Highlights:

Dual Language Middle School believes that bilingualism opens doors and seeks to provide students a rigorous education in a
linguistically and culturally diverse community. In addition to high academic standards, we offer advisory and a rigorous,
three-year course of study in both Dance and Visual Arts to all of our students. We are also proud of our partnerships with
leading cultural institutions and organizations including the American Museum of Natural History, PENCIL, NBA Cares,
Groundswell and Salesforce.

Curriculum:

Dual Language Middle School utilizes student learning needs, interests, and skills in alignment with content area standards to
develop unique and engaging curricula in all content areas. All teachers utilize varied content-area resources and hands-on
experiences in the classroom and at cultural institutions to ensure that student learning needs and interests are addressed
and nurtured through tailored instruction to meet individual student needs.

Accelerated Programs:

All students participate in a three-year accelerated Spanish program which leads to high school course credit. Select 8t
grade students are invited to participate in a year-long course of advanced Algebra Regents coursework, which prepares
students for the Regents Exam and leads to high school course credit. Select students are also invited to participate in
advanced Computer Science and Art History courses.

Targeted Supports:

All students receive additional, small group instruction three times per week based upon their independent reading and/or
math level to address and accelerate skills. Additionally, more than 75% of all classes are taught by two teachers. This
ensures that targeted, differentiated, and rigorous instruction and learning take place consistently for all students.

Enrichment Programs:

During the school day, all students take Visual Arts, Dance and Physical Education. Additionally, all students at Dual
Language Middle school are provided afterschool enrichment at no cost to families. Afterschool activities are facilitated by
DLMS teachers and the programs include: Homework Help, Contemporary Dance Team, STEM Club, Art Club, Astronomy
and more. Additional programs are available based upon student request and interest.

Special Education Supports/Programs:

Dual Language Middle School offers both Special Education Teacher Support Services and Integrated Co-Teaching models
of Special Education instruction in all three grades. Additionally, many classes are co-taught by two teachers regardless of
Special Education classification. Students also receive both mandated services and additional supports, including
Speech/Language Therapy, Counseling and other services.

English Language Learners/Dual Language Supports/Programs:

Dual Language Middle School offers a school-wide Spanish dual language program. Students receive accelerated Spanish
Language Arts and Social Studies is delivered in Spanish.

Curriculum:

At WSC teachers collaborate to design curricula that challenges and empowers students to promote their ownership of the
learning process. WSC'’s academic program provides flexible student groupings and creates opportunities for small class
sizes; personalized instruction; one-to-one academic coaching.

We align our curriculum with grade-level learning standards and then challenge students to exceed these standards
whenever possible through rigorous personal instruction.

Expeditionary Learning, Engage NY and NYCDOE Passport to Social Studies curricula are implemented into units of study in
core courses.

Highlights:

Mott Hall Il is the most diverse learning community on the Upper West Side. Since our founding, we have served all parts of
our district and have developed a wonderful reputation for serving District 3 families well. Mott Hall Il was also one of the first
schools to implement team teaching to support Special Education students. Our model focuses on building a rigorous and
engaging learning environment with ALL children having access.

Curriculum:

Mott Hall Il uses an accelerated, rigorous, and teacher-designed, curriculum to ensure high levels of learning and
engagement. As a participant in the Middle School Quality Initiative (MSQI), Mott Hall Il places a strong emphasis on literacy
and reading in all classes. Mott Hall Il also believes in project based teaching where scholars apply their learning to create
projects with real-world relevancy.

Accelerated Programs:

All 8 grade scholars at Mott Hall Il are expected to graduate with high school credit. Scholars are required to take the Living
Environment and Common Core Algebra Regents. Our three-year curriculum is designed to prepare scholars for these
advanced courses.

Targeted Supports:

Mott Hall Il provides individualized support to all scholars in all settings. All scholars have an advisor who they meet with
daily to help set goals and provide social/emotional support. The school has a librarian and reading specialist to provide
targeted reading interventions and supports to struggling and advanced readers. The student referral team (comprised of
administrators, special education teachers and service providers) meets weekly to plan interventions and supports to
scholars struggling to achieve both academically and socially. Finally, the school has two full-time counselors to provide
individualized and personalized support in all capacities (high school; social emotional; community service; etc).
